2. Parents should not:
a. Force an unwilling child to participate in sports
b.  Publicly question an official’s judgment or honesty
c.  Ridicule or criticize a player for losing or any other reason
d. Condone physical or verbal abuse of players
3. If any parent/guardian is verbally or physically abusive to a coach, official, or player, his/
her child may be suspended from the association. This decision will be made by the
GYBA Board of Directors after a review of the situation.
